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Summer Camp ‘07






Will Rogers Scout Reservation– June 10-16



This camp is run by our Cimarron Council out of Enid, and is over by Cleveland, OK.  I encourage you to visit their website at http://cimarronbsa.org/BoyScoutCamp.asp

The total cost is estimated at $185, which includes camp cost, T-shirt & hat, merit badges, and transportation.  If you have your hat from the last two Summer Camps, the cost is only $175.  There are some additional costs for certain merit badges (Leatherwork, Basketry, etc.)  The Troop will pay back each Scout for these costs which are usually around $5-$10, but they should have money with them to buy those during the course of the week.  Extra money each Scout should bring for the snack bar or Souvenirs should be less than $25.

I also encourage Dads to go!  You can sit in on any Merit Badge class to listen, help, learn, or relax at camp.  They also have some Adult Leader classes spread out during some days and some evenings.  The cost for Adults going is…. FREE !!!  How about that for a free meal deal!!

Attached is a schedule & description of merit badges that they offer.  Please take a few minutes to look over this with your son, and make a tentative “ideal” class schedule with his 1st choices.  Note that some classes are limited (shooting sports, etc) and may fill up based on a first come/first serve basis, or older Scouts first.  So also make a list of second choices.  If you prefer that I make his schedule, I will be most happy to do that, or will also visit with you in helping to make one.

 1st year Scouts will take the Fast Start (Tenderfoort/2nd Class) and/or First Class to work on those Ranks.  Also note that all aquatics (except for Swimming Instruction) recommend that the Scout can swim prior to camp.  We will have one or two times for the BSA Swim Test prior to camp.  This is currently scheduled for Tuesday night May 8th at the YMCA.

Several merit badges have some requirements that can be done prior to camp so that there is a better chance of completing the merit badge at camp.  Requirements can be found at www.meritbadge.com/mb, or we also have most merit badge pamphlets in our troop library.  These can be checked out now, and taken to camp.

Although the class schedule due date is not until June, the sooner we as a troop get them in, the better chance we’ll have of getting the classes and times that everyone wants.  I would like to have these schedules along with the $50 deposit by April 24.  For any older Scout that wants in some of the limited classes, we can send those in now with your deposit, and I encourage you get your request to me ASAP. 

All medications will be bought in a plastic bag with their name on it, and will be checked into the Camp Doctor upon check-in.
